The brilliant ruby color sets the stage for aromas of ripe cherry and 
cranberry, with hints of white pepper and nutmeg. This flower of a wine may be 
enjoyed today, served cool, alongside an appetizer of pate & smoked salmon, with 
broiled Portobello Mushrooms with garlic or as an aperitif 

 
Acacia Carneros Pinot Noir       $46.00  
The deep, ruby-red color is an initial clue as to the intensity of this wine. The nose 
combines roasted coffee, Satsuma plum and allspice, with more subtle notes of 
red currant, licorice and wet earth.  
 
 

Charles Krug Napa Valley Pinot Noir      $48.00 
The Charles Krug Carneros Pinot Noir is a perfect marriage of vineyard 
selections. Cool climate growing conditions allows the Pinot Noir to mature 
slowly, achieving maximum concentration. An elegant example of Carneros Pinot 
Noir:  lively, inviting and well balanced.

14 Hands Cabernet Sauvignon                                        $25.00 
From the Columbia River vineyards in Washington State this is a rich, full bodied 
and flavorful cabernet chockfull of black currant and dark cherry 
characteristics. A lovely dinner companion and excellent value for money. 
 
   

Liberty School Cabernet Sauvignon      $31.00  
This Liberty school cabernet sauvignon displays aromas of ripe red fruit and 
hints of vanilla; the wine has a soft approachability reflective of Paso Robles 
cabernet sauvignon. It has a ripe, full finish. An excellent choice for grilled, 
braised or roasted meats and Mediterranean fare.  
 
 

Wild Horse Cabernet Sauvignon      $39.00 
This is a well structured Cabernet with aromas and flavors of anise, black and 
bing cherries, and cedar, coupled with a rich mouth feel yielding smooth tannins. 
The vibrant acidity found in this wine makes for a perfect match with a wide range 
of foods, including prime rib, barbecued chicken, and spicy grilled vegetables. 
 
 

Charles Krug Cabernet Sauvignon      $51.00 
Founded in 1861, Charles Krug is Napa Valley’s oldest winery. Now owned by the 
Peter Mondavi Family who present this superb cabernet with Aromas of cassis, 
black cherry and roasted coffee open to flavors of dark cherries, cocoa and 
black licorice. Robust and full bodied, this wine has chewy tannins and a long, 
intense finish. 

 
Clos Du Val  Cabernet Sauvignon      $68.00 
This intense, complex Cabernet Sauvignon depicts a black color in the core of 
the glass, as well as layers of purple hues toward the perimeter. The nose exudes 
aromas of rich black currant fruit, followed by a hint of toast.  
True to Clos Du Val’s winemaking style, this classic Cabernet Sauvignon yearns 
to be enjoyed with a filet steak of equal quality.

Freixenet Cordon Negro Brut       $27.00 
One of the world’s most popular sparkling wines from Spain. Often referred to 
as the”Black Bottle Bubbly”. Crisp, clean and well balanced. The acidity is lower 
than most champagnes resulting in a softer, smoother flavor. It is medium-bodied 
with apple, pear and bright citrus flavors and a long and crisp, clean finish. 
  
Mumm Cuvee Napa Prestige      $36.00 
Just the faintest rosy tinge shows in the glass of this round and apple tasting 
sparkler. There's a definite Golden Delicious quality to the aromas and flavors, 
with an earthy edge providing interest and complexity.  
 

Piper Sonoma Brut        $34.00 
The Piper Sonoma Brut kicks off with toast, mushroom and earth aromas 
suggestive of a well-aged blend; delivers a smooth creamy mouthful packed with 
rich fruit 
 
Champagne Tattinger Brut Reservé     $77.00 
The color is a brilliant, golden straw yellow. The bubbles are fine. The mousse is 
both discreet and persistent. The nose, very expressive and open, is both fruity 
and bready. On the palate, this lively fresh wine is at once in harmony.  
This is a delicate wine with flavours of fresh fruit and honey. 

 
Veuve Cliquot Ponsardin Yellow Label Brut    $77.00 
Pleasant goldish, yellow color, with some nice toasty, fresh aromas. Firm 
crispness with lemony, toasty flavors and a very full mouth feel that this wine is 
known for. The finish is deep and lingering with hints of spice and fruit. You 
basically can’t go wrong with this consistently excellent wine if you enjoy 
fuller bodied Champagnes.

Fonseca Bin 27 Port       $38.00 
Fonseca Bin No. 27 was created over a century ago for family consumption, and 
only released commercially in 1972. It is produced primarily from wines from 
Fonseca's own quintas in the Cima Corgo in Portugal and thus shows an 
exceptional quality and consistency from year to year. Blended from reserve 
wines selected for their intense fruit character and depth of color, Fonseca Bin 
No. 27 spends four years in large wood vats prior to bottling. Its well-knit 
structure, rich, velvety full body and luscious blackcurrant and cherry flavors, 
also evident in the nose, carry into an intense, lingering finish.  
 
 
1/2 Bottle Bonny Doon Muscat     $33.00 
Dramatically intense Muscat "Vin de Glaciere" (wine of the icebox). The racy 
and exaggerated notes of apricot, elderflower and rampant pineapple taste 
will send shivers down your spines 

 

1/2 Bottle Gunderloch Reisling Eiswein 1998   $98.00 
Eiswein – The most obvious definition of Eis is ice. It also means ice cream. This 
rare, sweetest of the sweet, wine is made of frozen grapes left on the vine well 
into the winter which are not allowed to thaw before they are pressed.  
The result is a mouth-watering desert wine. Definitely sweet, but miraculously 
structured, this wine has spicy dried apricot and dried peach layered with 
concentrated, super-sweet, rich fig, and slightly bitter wildflower honey. 
 
 
Chateau Rieussec Sauterne 1971     $120.00 
This renowned dessert wine is a brilliant golden color. Very rich tasting with 
Lemon, waxy and lychee flavors here in a wine that is more about finesse than 
power. Great complexity and a finish that lingers on and on.
